And now for our ‘did you know that….?’ 
Section: 

 
Foot faults 
It is never ok to foot-fault, whether 
you are playing in a tournament or 
just enjoying a game with your 
friends. Did you know that foot 
faults can be called by your 

opponent in an unofficiated match?  
  
After pointing out your obvious foot faulting, 
your opponent can call them if you continue 
to foot fault. To avoid foot faulting, the 
server (during the service motion) shall not: 

•  change position by walking or 
running, although slight movements 
of the feet are permitted; or 

•  touch the baseline or the court with 
either foot; or 

•   touch the area outside the 
imaginary extension of the sideline 
with either foot; or 

•  touch the imaginary extension of the 
centre mark with either foot. 

  
If the server breaks any of these rules, it is a 
"Foot Fault".
